3 Exemption

A domestic commercial vessel that is operateddoreational purposes is
exempt from the crewing requirements and operatiarga limitations imposed
by the national law and its certificate of operafisubject to the conditions
mentioned in this instrument.

4 Conditions

the proposed operation.
Note 1 An application for approval can be part of tipplacation for a certificate of operation

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(2) The vessel must:

(b) have a current certificate of operation andifieate of survey (if required
for the vessel); and

(d) comply with local recreational vessel requiratsgexcept those requiring
the vessel to be registered as a recreational v@ssemeet Australian
Builder’s Plate requirements.

Note for paragraph (d) In particular, local recreational laws coversajety equipment
(including wearing life jackets), operational aleaitations, crew qualification requirements,
safety of waterskiers and waterway managementsssag apply.

(3) For a vessel for which a safety managemerésysr plan is required, the plan
or system must deal with the risks of operatingviiesel for recreational use.

(4) For a vessel for which a safety managemerésysr plan is not required, the
owner of the vessel must declare in writing thatribks associated with the
recreational use have been identified and measa@trol those risks have
been assessed.

(5) Any powered equipment, lifting equipment dnatmachinery that could pose a
danger to passengers must be secured or isolatadofissengers;

(6) The owner must ensure that any operation#iicgens that relate to the
vessel's structure, machinery or systems are cemith (eg speed
restrictions, wave height limitations, requiremetiatsecure watertight doors).

(7) Any operation as a recreational vessel museberded in the vessel’s log book.

(8) The National Regulator may make the approwbjexct to further conditions that
take account of the local conditions of the watenshich the vessel is to
operate.
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
